A letter and invitation to volunteers – from SCI Japan, our Japanese partner in Service Civil International 
Dear Friends and colleagues.

SCI Japan now has completed the final preparations for its second relief project.
The project will start from 4th to 18th July and will be located in Hisanohama, Fukushima, just 30km from the stricken nuclear reactor and 200km from Tokyo.

This exciting project is partnered with the newly formed, 'North Iwaki Revival & Development Project Team,' an organisation which is sponsored by the local government.
Hisanohama's population has been dispersed and some of it relocated because of the fears of radiation affecting it's children. A few of these families (Mum's and kids) have been relocated at another SCI project much farther away from the area affected by radiation at the Free Kid's Village where there is ongoing refuge for selected families.

Following a period of abandonment, only recently has there been a government administration at Hisanohama. Only the elderly chose to stay after the troubled reactor began releasing radio active elements in to the atmosphere. This in turn led to that population being isolated from the outside world.

SCI Japan hopes to establish a long term relationship with this area. Volunteers are invited to express an interest by contacting SCI Japan at sci-japan@sci-japan.org if they feel motivated toward this unique series of proposed work camps in the future.

Because of the ongoing seriousness of the situation regarding the damaged reactor, potential volunteers are asked to monitor the situation and to update themselves through further emails from SCI Japan.

SCI Japan is also developing initiatives and seeking to work with other SCI and (Green groups) to encourage both the Japanese and global communities to learn from the disaster and to mitigate by the reduction of the dependency on nuclear energy and to pressure toward its replacement with alternative energies.

We hope this meets your approval and look forward to your emails and comments regarding the projects and topics which you may wish to discuss with us.

Finally, we would like to express our gratitude to Sicilia Group of SCI Italia for their fundraising effort by holding a disaster aid concert. It will help us finance our project.
