With a 500 hundred years history, Macau preserves many historical 
properties. The Historic Centre of Macau, which includes 20+ historic 
monuments and public squares, was officially listed as a World Herit-
age Site by UNESCO on 15 July 2005. “The Historic Centre of Macau” 
is a living representation of the city’s historic western settlement, 
comprising architectural legacies amongst the original urban fabric 
illustrating the first and most lasting encounter between China and 
the western world.
